It was a busy summer for the Town administration as it prepared for 

and rolled out several new initiatives related to economic develop-

ment. 

 

The Economic Development Committee was appointed and is well 

underway to make recommendations to the Town Manager on strate-

gies for stimulating economic development in Auburn.  This includes 

developing recommendations for strategies to attract new business, to 

encourage business expansion, and to retain existing businesses with 

a goal of increasing Auburnôs commercial and industrial base, rede-

veloping underutilized and vacant properties, creating jobs, and creat-

ing an environment conducive to business development.  The Com-

mittee and the administration have been working to identify available 

programs, services and resources in the region; create a guide for 

businesses to facilitate the development process; and will work to 

develop strategies to address issues and concerns identified by local 

businesses including input from the Business Roundtable (below). 

The Business Roundtable has been established with its first meeting 

scheduled for October. This is a group of representatives from local 

businesses and commercial/industrial property owners appointed by 

the Town Manager to provide insights into the strengths and challeng-

es of doing business in Auburn, discuss issues that impact business, 

and identify programs or services that would enhance their opera-

tions. The focus of the Business Roundtable is to foster communica-

tion and strengthen the dialogue between the Town and the business 

community in order to promote business expansion and attraction, 

retain existing industry, and create an environment in which business-

es can thrive. 

The Town continues to work with the Auburn Chamber of Commerce 

to support the local business community and identify opportunities 

for mutually beneficial collaborations and partnerships.

Emergency Management News... 

Town Manager Julie Jacobson was appointed to the Central Massachusetts Homeland Secu-

rity Advisory Council (CRHSAC) as the representative for the regionôs local government 

administrators.  The CRHSAC provides planning, financial, and technical resources to com-

munities in the Central Massachusetts region.  The Council is comprised of representatives 

from Law Enforcement, Fire Services, Public Safety Communications, Emergency Manage-

ment, Emergency Medical Services, Public Health, Hospitals, Public Works, Regional 

Transit Authority, Correctional Services, Local Government Administration, Executive Of-

fice of Public Safety, and the Massachusetts Emergency Management Agency.

On August 28, as then-Hurricane Irene battered the Eastern seaboard and came barreling toward New 

England in what promised to be a destructive and widespread storm, Town of Auburn officials began 

planning for the approaching disaster.  The Townôs Emergency Management Division, in coordination 

with the Auburn Police Department, Fire Department, Department of Public Works, Department of 

Development & Inspectional Services, Information Technology Department and CERT, as well as the 

School Department, began a multi-day planning process to ensure that the Town was ready for the 

storm and prepared for its expected impacts caused by strong winds and heavy rains.   

Emergency Management is all about planning ï anticipating problems and being prepared for any 

emergency situation.  Auburnôs Emergency Management team collaborated seamlessly to develop and 

execute an emergency plan for Irene which included plans for shelter, evacuations, transportation, road 

closures, and communications.  Town officials participated in regular ï and at times daily ï conference 

calls with Massachusetts Emergency Management Agency (MEMA) and NGrid.  The School Superin-

tendent coordinated with her team to plan for transportation needs and staging.  The Information Tech-

nology Director worked to ensure that internal servers and generators provided the necessary commu-

nications and posted continuous storm updates on the Townôs web site, which were also regularly up-

dated on ACTV.  The Director of the Department of Development and Inspectional Services and his 

staff performed necessary inspections up to and during the storm.  

Under the direction of Bill Coyle, DPW Director and his team, DPW workers cleaned culverts, cleared 

drains, and monitored ponds in anticipation of the heavy rain that was expected to overrun infrastruc-

ture systems, raise the levels in ponds and streams, and cause flooding across several parts of New 

England.  Due to the extensive preparation work of the DPW, there was no major flooding in Auburn 

on the day of the storm. 

Ken Holstrom, the new Emergency Management Director, coordinated with police, fire and public 

works officials to ensure that systems were in place should the storm hit the area hard.  The Emergen-

cy Operations Center was activated at the Police Station early Sunday morning to serve as a command 

center throughout the storm.  Dispatchers fielded a high volume of calls, particularly during the peak 

of the storm, and public safety officials were busy responding to numerous calls for police and fire 

assistance.  The emergency shelter was opened with CERT volunteers at Auburn High School around 

noon on the day of the Storm since the power outages were so extensive. By 8:30 PM, no-one had 

called seeking shelter for the evening, so the shelter was closed.  

Fortunately, Irene made her entrance into Central Massachusetts as a Tropical Storm, and while the 

rainfall and wind velocity was not as devastating as predicted, she still unleashed her fury, bringing 

more than 5 inches of rain to the Town accompanied by strong winds.  Fallen trees and power lines 

resulted in extensive power outages across Auburn 

early Sunday morning. At one point during the height 

of the storm, nearly the entire town was out of power. 

National Grid officials worked throughout the follow-

ing days and nights to restore power to the numerous 

communities across the state that were affected by 

widespread storm-related outages. While the majority 

of Auburn customers had been restored by day 2, the 

last customer was not restored until Friday.  

Preparing for Irene was a valuable exercise in our 

emergency management efforts.  As with any emergen-

cy situation, we will continue to build upon the plans 

that were developed in preparation for future emergencies. 

Thanks to all the Auburn employees who participated in this event to ensure quality services to and the 

public safety of all in our community.

There are numerous advantages to having a VA mortgage. A VA mortgage loan can be guaranteed 

with no money down, in some cases up to $417,000.

For Gulf War Veterans with certain ailments like Chronic Fatigue Syndrome, Fibromyalgia, func-

tional gastrointestinal disorders, and other undiagnosed illnesses, the current deadline for when the 

condition must have "appeared" is on or before December 31, 2011. If you have any conditions that 

are "undiagnosed" and you did a tour in the Middle East, this could apply to you.  

The VA is working to extend the deadline to December 31, 2018. If this occurs, it will be great 

news for veterans and military members who develop symptoms after the 2011 cut-off. However, 

since there is no guarantee that the deadline will be extended, veterans suffering from undiagnosed 

conditions are encouraged to talk with their Veterans Services Officer about filing a disability 

claim for these conditions.

ñMassFishHuntò Licensing Changes 
 
The Massachusetts Department of Fish and Game along with the Division of Marine Fisheries and the 
Division of Fisheries & Wildlife will be instituting  ñMassFishHuntò Licensing through a third party 
vendor beginning January 1, 2012.  This is a web based application system available to anyone with 
computer access and a credit card to use for payment. Due to the stringent requirements for municipali-
ties to participate as a license vendor under the new State program, and the financial risk associated 
with the new requirements, the Town Clerkôs Office will no longer participate as a vendor effective 
January 1, 2012.  
 
However, in order to provide customer service to our residents who do not have a home computer to 
purchase licenses on-line, the Clerkôs Office will provide a computer at the counter that residents can 
use to access the ñMassFishHuntò website.  There are also computers at the library that are available for 
public use.  Since the licenses must be printed, there will be a minor cost for the printing of the licenses. 
The Clerkôs Office will provide assistance to anyone who needs help accessing the license application 
on-line.    
 
While selling hunting and fishing licenses for residents is a customer service that some city and town 
clerks provide, there are a number of communities which have discontinued selling these licenses over 
the past few years because the staff time and reporting requirement costs exceed the $1.50 per license 
received in compensation.  Only 18 cities and towns out of 351 have indicated that they will participate 
as license vendors under the Stateôs new system due to concerns with setting up special accounts for a 
third party vendor to access and assuming the financial liability for checks that have insufficient funds.  
Auburnôs Town Clerk and Town Accountant share these concerns thus the Clerkôs Office will no longer 
sell hunting and fishing licenses after December 31, 2011.   
 
Hunting and fishing licenses sold through MassFishHunt can be accessed by clicking here .  Residents 
can also visit the MassWildlife Central District Office located at 211 Temple Street in West Boylston 
(508.835.3607) as well as several sporting goods stores and other license vendors to purchase hunting 
and fishing licenses in person. Visit MassWildlife's License Vendor List for information regarding walk
-in locations where you can buy these licenses (please note that the Vendor List may change so it is 
advised to call ahead to make sure the vendor still sells hunting and fishing licenses before you visit).   
 
We thank you for your understanding and cooperation. We encourage Auburn residents who need help 
accessing the web-based application to visit the Clerkôs Office where a computer will be available and 
our staff will be happy to assist you.

Mass Remembers 9/11  Statewide Memorial Event

The Town of Auburn was one of several communities across the State to participate in Mass Remem-
bers 9/11, a statewide memorial event held in Institute park in Worcester on September 11th to com-
memorate the tragic day in our nationôs history.  
 
Auburn public safety was represented by the Fire Department honor guard which marched in the pro-
cession of military and public safety personnel while the Police Departmentôs Motorcycle Unit provided 
traffic assistance for the event. Members of the Board of Selectmen and the Town Manager also attend-
ed the event along with dozens of local, state and federal officials. 
 
The program consisted of several choruses from the region and readings of the names of all the Massa-
chusetts victims of 9/11. Victims names were read by several different people, including Selectwoman 
Denise Brotherton who participated in honor of and as a representative for fire victims.  
 
It was a moving program to honor those Massachusetts victims who lost their lives on September 11th 
when terrorists attacked the World Trade Center and the Pentagon.

Using Special Weapons and Tactics and fielding highly trained Explosives Detection Dogs, 

Federal Agencies and Local Police Departments participated in an exercise in the Auburn 

Mall on Sunday, September 25th to test the ability of law enforcement agencies throughout 

the Commonwealth to protect citizens in shopping malls and at large public events. Law en-

forcement explosive detection dog teams were tested in their ability to conduct lengthy 

searches of vehicles and stores located within a large mall complex while police SWAT 

Teams practiced response techniques commonly used to respond to assailants armed with 

explosives in large public venues.   

 

The exercise was designed by the Auburn Police Department to train and test the readiness 

of the Local Law Enforcement Agencies. Agencies participating in the exercise included the 

Federal Bureau of Investigation, US Federal Protective Service, U.S. Department of Interior 

Explosive Detection K9 Unit, Auburn Police Department, Quincy Police Department, and 

the Central Massachusetts Law Enforcement Council (CEMLEC) SWAT. 

 

Lessons learned from the exercise will be used to update law enforcement training programs 

and response plans. 

The Auburn Police Department has investigated numerous residential and commercial bur-

glaries since August 7, 2011. In addition to these incidents, the Police Department has inves-

tigated approximately ten attempted residential burglaries. These incidents have occurred in 

several areas of Auburn to include the Oxford Street North area near the Worcester Line and 

the Pakachoag area. The Police Department has investigated dozens of motor vehicle break-

ing and enterings since the beginning of the summer.  The large majority of the motor vehi-

cle incidents involved unlocked vehicles.  With assistance from the Shrewsbury, Boylston, 

and Worcester Police Departments, the Auburn Police arrested Pedro Gomez age-47 of 53 

May Street Apt. 2C Worcester, MA. Mr. Gomez is believed to be responsible for at least 

thirty-one residential burglaries or attempts in Auburn, Boylston, and Shrewsbury. 

 

In addition to the above information, the Auburn Police Department has investigated the 

theft of copper piping from several residences.  The targeted homes were unoccupied and 

either for sale or not being lived in at the time.   

 

The Auburn Police Department reminds all residents to be on the lookout for 

any suspicious activity in their neighborhoods and to contact the Police at 508-

832-7777 with any information.  Residents are also reminded to lock their vehi-

cles and to make sure that valuables are not left in plain view.

Welcome to New Board and Commission Members!  

Thank you to all residents who submitted applications for consideration to various boards, 

commissions and committees.   Sixty-five appointments were made for seats with terms 

beginning July 1st.  Twenty-three new appointments were made while forty-two existing 

members were reappointed to serve on their respective boards and commissions.  Several 

new committees were created by the Town Manager while others were consolidated or 

eliminated under Phase II of the Reorganization Plan, which aligned boards and commis-

sions with the new departments created under the Reorganization Plan.  

 

Under the Town Charter, the Board of Selectmen appoints members to the Finance Com-

mittee and the Zoning Board of Appeals, while the Town Manager is the appointing au-

thority to the remainder of the boards, commissions and committees.  For those boards 

and commissions that still have elected members, appointments by either the Board of 

Selectmen or the Town Manager are made as the terms for those elected officials expire.  

The Board of Selectmen interviewed several candidates for the Finance Committee and 

Zoning Board of Appeals over the course of two Board meetings. The Town Manager 

interviewed fifty-two applicants either in person or via telephone.

In the near future, the Parks, Recreation and Cemetery Division will be expanding to include 

the Dr. Arthur & Dr. Martha Pappas Recreational Complex on Pakachoag Hill as construc-

tion of this new facility which will provide playing fields, an amphitheater and a concession 

stand is nearing completion.  

The cemetery will also be heading in a new direction. We will be installing a columbarium 

(a mausoleum for cremains) which will give Auburn families another option for burials. 

This new division within the Department of Public Works merged employees from the for-

mer Parks Department, Cemetery Department and Recreation and Culture Department.  We 

want to acknowledge the cooperation of the employees and thank them for their hard work 

and dedication to the Town of Auburn.
